Past Continuous to angielski czas przeszty, ktory stuzy do opowiadania o sytuacjach
w przeszfosci, ktdre byty w trakcie trwania w momencie, o ktdrym opowiadamy.

Uzycie
Czasu przesztego Past Continuous uzywamy do mowienia o:
- wydarzeniach w przesztosci, ktére w danym czasie byty w trakcie trwania:

At midnight, everyone was celebrating. - O pétnocy wszyscy swietowali.
I was living in a small room at that time. - Mieszkatem w matym pokoju w tamtym czasie.

- wydarzeniach w przesztosci, ktére zostato przerwane innymi:

While | was talking on the phone, | got a message. - Podczas gdy rozmawiatam przez telefon,
dostatam wiadomosc.

Tina was walking down the street when she saw a coin on the pavement. - Tina szta ulicq,
kiedy zobaczyta monete na chodniku.

- sytuacjach z przesztosci, w ktorych podkreslamy ich czas trwania:
I was reading all day. - Caty dzien czytatem.

Past Continuous jest jednym z czasOw narracyjnych w jezyku angielskim. Uzywamy tego
czasu rowniez do zarysowania tta podczas opowiadania jakiejs sytuacji z przesztosci:

The sun was shining, the soft wind was blowing. It was perfect weather for a picnic! -
Swiecifo storice, wiat lekki wiatr. To byta doskonata pogoda na piknik!

Pamietaj, ze w czasie Continuous zwyczajowo nie uzywa sie czasownikdw statycznych, tzw.
stative verbs.

Budowa zdan twierdzgcych
Zdanie oznajmujgce w czasie Past Continuous skfada sie z podmiotu (subject), czyli osoby lub
rzeczy wykonujgcej czynnos¢, was / were w zaleznosci od osoby, czasownika w formie

gerund z koncéwka -ing i pozostatego dopetnienia.

Uzyj formy was dla 1. i 3. osoby liczby pojedynczej (/ / he / she /it was), a were dla 2. osoby
liczby pojedynczej i liczby mnogiej (you / we / you / they were).

Spojrzmy na przyktady zdan z czasownikiem sleep, czyli spac, a doktadniej z formg was/were
sleeping:
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| was sleeping all day. Ja spatam caty dzien.
You were sleeping all day. Ty spatas caty dzien.
He/she/it was sleeping all day. On spat / ona spata / ono spato caty dzien.
We were sleeping all day. My spalismy caty dzien.
You were sleeping all day. Wy spaliscie caty dzien.
They were sleeping all day. Oni spali caty dzien.

Budowa pytan

Pytania w czasie Past Continuous tworzymy poprzez inwersje, a wiec zamiane podmiotu
z czasownikiem was/were. Kolejno$¢ w pytaniu bedzie wiec nastepujaca: was/were

w zaleznosci od osoby, podmiot oraz czasownik w formie gerund z koncéwka -ing,

a nastepnie reszta zdania.

Przyjrzyjmy sie przyktadowym pytaniom:

Was | sleeping at night? Czy ja spatem w nocy?

Were you sleeping at night? Czy ty spate$ w nocy?

Was he/she/it sleeping at night?  Czy on spat / ona spata / ono spato w nocy?
Were we sleeping at night? Czy my spaliSmy w nocy?

Were you sleeping at night? Czy wy spaliscie w nocy?

Were they sleeping at night? Czy oni spali w nocy?

Budowa przeczen

Przeczenia w czasie Past Continuous tworzymy w tatwy sposdb, dodajgc stowo not po
was/were. Mamy zatem nastepujgcg budowe zdania: podmiot, was/were not, czasownik w
formie gerund i pozostate elementy.

| was not listening to the radio. Ja nie stuchatam radia.

You were not listening to the radio. Ty nie stuchatas radia.

He/she/it was not listening to the radio. On nie stuchat / ona nie stuchata / ono nie
stuchato radia.

We were not listening to the radio. My nie stuchalismy radia.

You were not listening to the radio. WYy nie stuchaliscie radia.

They were not listening to the radio. Oni nie stuchali radia.

Forme was / were not zwykle skracamy do kolejno wasn’t lub weren’t, na przyktad: | wasn’t
reading any book, They weren’t talking to me.
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Past Simple czy Past Continuous?

Opowiadajgc o wydarzeniach z przesztosci, czasem mozemy mie¢ watpliwosé, jak
powinnismy zbudowaé zdanie.

Nasz wybor miedzy czasem Past Simple, a Past Continuous bedzie zalezat od tego, czy
bardziej skupiamy sie na czynnosci i jej rezultacie (Simple), czy na czasie trwania czynnosci
lub jej byciu w trakcie wykonywania (Continuous).

Zobaczmy roznice na przykfadach:

I slept like a baby last night. - Spatem jak dziecko zesztej nocy. (czynno$¢ i jej rezultat)

I was sleeping all day. - Spatem caty dzien. (czas trwania)

My mom called me but | was sleeping at that moment. - Moja mama zadzwonita do mnie, ale
akurat wtedy spatem. (czynnos$¢ w trakcie)

Podpowiedz znajdziemy w nazwie czaséw: Simple to proste, zakoriczone czynnosci lub
sytuacje, podczas gdy Continuous to te, ktére sg w trakcie, trwajace jakis czas.

Okreslniki czasu w Past Continuous

W czasie Past Continuous uzywamy okreslen czasu wskazujacych na czas trwania
w przeszfosci, takich jak:

e all day / week / month etc - caty dzien, tydzien, miesigc, itp. (The students were
preparing for the exam all month.)

e at that time - w tamtym momencie (I missed your call because | was writing an exam
at that time.)

e at {specific time} - w konkretnym czasie (What were you doing yesterday at 3pm?)

® when - kiedy (When my dog was running in the park, | finished the newest podcast
episode.)

® as - jak (As you were talking on the phone, the dinner got burnt.)

e while - podczas (While | was eating dinner, | saw a funny video.)
